If it is determined that a task is required, an individual will be assigned the responsibility for ensuring that that particular task has been completed.  This list is not all inclusive and additional tasks shall be added as dictated by specific modifications.

1) Engineering – maintain structural integrity; meet “G” loading requirements, specify proper fasteners, materials, etc.  Prepare required drawings and schematics.

2) Structural – insure modifications requiring structural changes are done in accordance with applicable FAA regulations and Advisory Circulars, such as A.C. 43.13-1B and 2B.  Determine material requirements.  

3) Electrical – modifications to electrical systems, installation of additional electrical wiring, connections to existing electrical wiring, verification of load requirements and capacity, and testing of circuits and circuit protection.  Verification of wiring diagrams and wiring.

4) Regulatory – insure all modifications are properly documented and approved to meet all FAA regulatory requirements, insure all required paperwork is completed and filed as applicable, obtain FAA Field Approvals as required.

5) Weight and Balance – insure that weight and balance limitations of the aircraft are not exceeded by the modification, verify weights and centers of gravity for modifications, update equipment lists if necessary, update weight and balance data provided to the flight crews.  Weigh components.
